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Zbornik Inacice materijalizma sadrzi izlaganja s istoimenog drugog
Okruglog stola nastavnika, studenata i gostiju Odsjeka za filozofiju
Filozofskog fakulteta, odrzanog 7. svibnja 2016., te pozvanih priloga.

Sabrani prilozi znatno su prosireni i razradeni u odnosu na pre-
zentacije izlagaca i priloge diskusiji; neki sadrze, kao i sima usmena
izlaganja, medusobne referencije i elemente dijaloga u obliku ekspli-
citnih ili implicitnih suglasnosti i bliskosti ili neslaganja i polemika.

Prilozi su priredeni na hrvatskom sa saZecima na engleskom te,
djelomice, na francuskom i talijanskom jeziku. Takoder, prilozi su
ostavljeni u specificnim autorskim verzijama, s izdvojenom biblio-
grafijjom komentirane literature, no bez striktne uniformnosti u stilu
citiranja i referiranja.

Radna domena zbornika obuhvaéa probleme vezane uz samu srz
filozofskih istrazivanja, odnosno metodologije filozofije i bliskih hu-
manistickih disciplina. Materijalizam je u razli¢itim oblicima prozimao
filozofski diskurs od antickih vremena do danas, bivaju¢i mjestimice
potisnut od konkurentskih diskursa, posebice idealizma, samo da bi
opet izronio u drugim odsje¢cima historijskog vremena, gdjekad pod
novim imenom. lako se ¢esto drzi da je materijalizam naprosto glavni
sastojak marksisticke filozofije i politicke teorije, vazno je primijeti-
ti da se rasprave o materijalizmu veoma Cesto nalaze onkraj okvira
historijskog materijalizma, pocevsi od rasprava o teoriji materije do
kontroverza o odnosu uma i tijela. Stoga opseg relevantnih tema, koje
se mogu naci pod naslovom “inacice materijalizma”, prelazi granice
marksisticke filozofije i otvara moguénost prezentacije radova koji te-
matiziraju materijalizam ne samo u historijskom, ve¢ i u ontoloskom,
antropoloskom i formalnom aspektu. Nadalje, bogata tradicija ma-
terijalisticke analize povijesti i kulture predstavlja jos jedno podrudje
koje treba uzeti u obzir ako se Zeli razumjeti raznolikost materijalizma
i snaga njegovih praktickih implikacija.

Izdavanje zbornika omoguceno je financijskim sredstvima Odsjeka
za filozofiju i recenzirano od nezavisnih vanjskih stru¢njaka. Zbornik
predstavlja drugi nastavak u slijedu edicije “Radovi Odsjeka za filozo-
fiju” ¢iji je cilj objavljivanje doprinosa s tematskih okruglih stolova i
konferencija u Odsjeku, zapocetih prvim okruglim stolom “Aspekti
praxisa” 2014. godine, u povodu so. obljetnice ¢asopisa Praxis i Kor-

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Foreword



The collection of papers in this volume brings together contributions
to the second round table held at the Department of Philosophy of
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences under the title “Varie-
ties of Materialism” on the 7th of May 2016.

The papers have been significantly expanded and elaborated com-
pared to the conference presentations and discussions. Thus, they
contain mutual references and elements of dialogue in the form of
implicit or explicit agreements and affinities as well as disagreements
and controversies.

The papers are in Croatian with summaries in English and, in
some cases, French and Italian. Also, the papers have been left in their
authors’ versions, each containing a separate bibliography of works
cited, but without strict uniformity of quoting and referencing styles.

The working domain of the collection encompasses the research
fields of ontology and epistemology, together with a set of problems
related to the very nature of philosophical inquiry, i.e. methodology
of philosophy and related analytical discourses such as cultural stu-
dies, comparative literary theory, and history. Materialism in various
guises has permeated the discourse of philosophy since the ancient
times and has often been suppressed by rival discourses, especially
idealism, only to resurface again in other eras, sometimes under a
different name. Although materialism is usually thought of as a key
ingredient of Marxian philosophy and political theory, it is important
to notice that the discussions on materialism surpass the framework
established by historical materialism in many distinct areas of research,
from theories of matter to the body versus mind controversy. Thus,
the scope of relevant themes covered under “varieties of materialism”
goes beyond the borders of Marxian philosophy and assembles pa-
pers that examine materialism not only in a historical, but also in an
ontological, anthropological, and formal sense. Furthermore, the rich
tradition of materialist analysis of history and culture developed in
the 20th century represents yet another domain that remains impor-
tant for understanding the diversity of materialism and its practical
implications.

The publication of this volume has been financially supported by
the Department of Philosophy’s own budget and reviewed by inde-
pendent external scholars. It is the second volume of The Conference
Proceedings of the Department of Philosophy, a series that was initiated
in 2014 with the first conference “Aspects of praxis” marking the soth
anniversary of the journal Praxis and the Korcula Summer School. @
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
